To be considered “eligible” for a place in our Sixth Form, applicants must have: 

• submitted an “Expression of Interest” by Saturday 31 January 2026; 

• applied for a place in the Sixth Form by 10 am on Friday 21 August 2026 evidencing 
their GCSE results; and 

•  attained at least a grade 5 in both English Language and Mathematics, and have a 
“Best 8” GCSE points score of at least 48 points with at least a grade 6 in the subjects 
chosen or in a related discipline (some subjects require higher grades).
